he emergence of a new mutant form of the Corona virus and the delayed upgradation of the

threat perception to a ‘variant of concern’ is worrying. The new variant has mutated in a way which
suggests that it will limit the effectiveness of the vaccines. Large scale genomic sequencing has to be
done quickly to ascertain the prevalence of this Delta variant so that vaccination can be stepped up &
the possibility of further lockdowns weighing down our staggering economy is mitigated. The concern
is that we always seem to be moving at a snail's pace when it comes to planning and combating this
deadly pandemic.

However, it was some brave, committed and selfless individuals who stepped into create that support
system for the people in need. Ordinary people showing extraordinary courage to put themselves
in harm's way so as to alleviate distress. One such person is a Social Worker, Versha Verma- she
transformed a moment of great personal loss into an opportunity to serve her city of Lucknow. She
lost her friend to Covid in Mid-April and waited for 4 hours to receive her body. Drivers were charging
about 10,000 to 15,000 rupees for a drive to the crematorium which was only 4 Km away. The next
day, Ms Verma rented an Omni van and returned to the same hospital holding a placard that read.
“Nishulk Shav Vahan"(Free Hearse). People seeing her initiative and her tireless service for over 13
hours a day, they decided
to fund her initiative. Ms
Verma used that money to
employ 12 workers adding
to her fleet 3 more vans

& an ambulance. Such
modern heroes all seem
to be motivated by the
deep sense of community,
not by a want to profit.
With every life they save
or better, they give us a
hope ensuring that we can
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overcome every dark and uncertain
times and bring a sense of peace &
comfort into the lives of other people.
Though on a small scale, this
is exactly what the COVID RELIEF
RESOURCE CENTRE (CRRC) of the
Christos Mar Thoma Church has
been doing for the last few months.
The youths and young families joined
together to be part of the group named
as the CHRISTOS COVID WARRIORS.
These warriors took the effort to call the
elder members of the Church in every
prayer group and tried to find out if they

need any kind of help or support during the Pandemic lockdown. The urgent need for vaccination was
the one that some elders pointed out. Being alien to the online aspects of the vaccination registration,
they were guided by our heroes to an available vaccination slot online. Then there were others who
needed to be driven to the vaccination health centres. The young Covid Warriors used their own
vehicles to drive them to the health centres, thus completing the needs of the elders in our parish to

complete their vaccination needs.

A LIFE with faith in God is a journey undertaken with the hope of reaching the destination: “God who
is our home”, to quote William Wordsworth. Ups and downs are normal in this “arduous” journey, and
it is through ups and downs that we grow in faith.

As members of Christ's body, reaching our hands
out to those in need, we become aware of the healing
we bring. This time of social distancing should remind
us of the centrality and importance of personal
connectivity in the community, a place where all are
uniquely valued.

Scripture reveals that God's best work is often
done in people who have distanced themselves from
society for a period of time. Prophet Elijah found deep
intimacy in a still small voice in his cave of loneliness (1
Kings 19:11-13). Jesus found the intimate fellowship
with the Father during his 40 days’ wilderness fasting
(Mark 1:12-13). Could God be taking us away from all
forms of distractions in order to bring us to a place
of seclusion to hear God'’s voice once more? God's
Presence is often hidden, a Presence that needs to be
discovered.

Pope Francis said that this is “an opportunity
to prepare for our collective future, a future for all
without discarding anyone.” Though participating in
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Worship via internet or some form of social
media is spiritually supportive in these days
of anxiety, nothing can replace the healing I A
balm of the Eucharist and the sacraments.

Reflecting on the closed church doors and
cancelled Worship, what has given us hope is
the fact that it is impossible to close church
as the people of God. Our faith goes beyond

My faith community .?e'.’efaﬁ_on 0] _R‘
brings me a sense of peace, even when we
cannot worship together. Though our parish
parking lot may be empty for months, we
are still the living embodiment of the Gospel
wherever we go. As we live through this let
us draw inspiration from Paul: “For we know that all creation has been groaning as in the pains of
childbirth right up to the present times” (Romans 8:22). By his cross and resurrection, Jesus will
eventually restore our broken world for we believe God makes all things new (Revelation 21:5).

This pandemic presents our community of faith with an opportunity to witness how the Spirit works,
no matter what else is falling apart around us. This is immensely comforting, a tremendous antidote
to panic! Our faith invites us to respond to this pandemic in creative and unique ways, born of love,
compassion and self-giving.

This is, however, a time to wait patiently for hope to spring from our life of “social distancing” and
“self-isolation”. We need not retreat from our faith, even in the face of suffering in the manner of Job.
Even if we turn away from God momentarily, we can return to God and re-establish our relationship with
him. We come to terms with our difficulties in the belief that God cares for us despite the pandemic
and its effects. In fact, we can take time in prayer to derive strength from God to bear the trials and
tribulations of life, or, to use a Shakespearean phrase, “the slings and arrows of outrageous fortune”,
and overcome them. God is our solace and succour. The Bible invites us to trust that, if God allows
pain, He will give us the strength to go through it, and He will show us the way out of it.

As the Christos Mar Thoma Church in Kakkanad prepares themselves to celebrate their 25 years of
existence, let us choose to expand our compassion and be bearers of hope in the midst of pain and
suffering, with the apt theme for the Jubilee Celebration, “to be CHRISTOS of the Community”. Only
this way will we change this story of pain and suffering to be one of compassion and communion. Let
us pray that God will help us to know His peace, comfort, and healing in the midst of the pandemic, or
any other suffering that we may go through in life.
