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The Origin of the Word ‘CHOIR’

“Sing to the Lord a new song; sing to the Lord, all the earth.” — Psalm 96:1

hen we hear the word CHOIR our minds are filled with the sound of voices raised
in harmony, lifting up praise to God. But have you ever wondered where this
beautiful word itself comes from?

From Ancient Dance to Sacred Song. The story of CHOIR begins in ancient Greece.
The Greek word KHOROS (xop6g) meant “a dance” or “a group of singers and dancers.”
In Greek dramas, the KHOROS played an important role, singing and moving together
to tell stories and reflect on the action. This sense of people united in voice and rhythm
was later carried into the Latin word CHORUS.

As Christianity spread through the Roman world, the Latin CHORUS began to be
used in a new way — not for theatre, but for worship. It described a group of believers,
often monks or clergy, who stood together in the church to chant psalms and hymns.

Into English: From Quire to Choir. When the word entered English around the 13th
century, it first appeared as QUIRE.

This word referred both to the group of singers and the special area of the church
where they stood — what we still call the choir stalls today. Later, under the influence
of French (CHOEUR) and Latin (CHORUS), the spelling shifted to CHOIR. Interestingly,
while the spelling changed, the pronunciation stayed closer to the older English form
QUIRE. More Than a Word Through history, the meaning of CHOIR has deepened. From
ancient dancers, to medieval monks, to today’s church groups, the essence remains
the same: a gathering of voices united in purpose. In the church, a choir is not just a
musical ensemble — it is a spiritual fellowship, a living symbol of harmony, unity, and
praise. When our choirs sing, we echo a tradition that began thousands of years ago,
connecting us to the faithful of every age. As St. Augustine once said, “He who sings
prays twice.”

The word CHOIR carries within it a long journey — from the stages of Greece,
through the cathedrals of Europe, to our very own sanctuaries today. Each time the
choir sings, it is more than music. It is language, history, and prayer blended together
to glorify God.
