REPORT OF PAIN AND PALLIATIVE UNIT
December 2025

The Pain and Palliative Care Unit of Christos Mar Thoma Church, under the able 
leadership of our Vicar Rev. M. P. Solomon and Assistant Vicar Minoy N. Kuruvilla, 

continues to extend the healing touch of Christ’s love to the downtrodden, neglected, 
and severely ill patients across the Kakkanad area.
Training and Capacity Building: On 27 July 2025, a training programme was conducted 
at our church premises by the Director of the Mar Thoma Guidance Centre, Vyttila. This 
programme proved to be a great blessing and enhanced the knowledge, skills, and 
practical approach of our volunteers, enabling them to serve patients with compassion, 
sensitivity, and professionalism.
Volunteers and Patient Identification: At present, 12 dedicated volunteers are actively 
involved in the Pain and Palliative Care Unit. I express my sincere gratitude to each one 
of them for their selfless service and commitment to the beneficiaries.

New patients are identified either through ASHA workers or directly by our 
volunteers during home visits. Volunteers collect complete medical histories and 
supporting documents, which are submitted for medical screening by our appointed 
physician. Based on the evaluation, monthly medical expenses are assessed, and the 
recommended financial assistance is placed before the Pain and Palliative Committee 
for approval. For the current year, Dr. Philips Abraham has been appointed to assist us 
in this responsibility.
Financial Assistance and Beneficiary Details: In April 2025, an amount of ₹74,000 
was disbursed among 43 beneficiaries. During the first three quarters of the year, one 
beneficiary passed away, and two beneficiaries showed improvement in their health 
or financial condition and voluntarily requested discontinuation of assistance, while 
expressing gratitude to the Church.

By the end of the third quarter, four new beneficiaries were inducted, bringing the 
total number of beneficiaries to 44. Consequently, the monthly financial disbursement 
increased to ₹78,000.
Festival Support and Community Engagement: In connection with Onam, a sum of 
₹1,000 was distributed to each beneficiary, amounting to ₹39,000. The Onam Sadhya 
was arranged for beneficiaries and their families by the Youth League at the church 
premises.

During Christmas, all beneficiaries received Christmas cakes (700 grams each) 
along with a cash gift of ₹1,000. A total of ₹43,000 was distributed as cash gifts, 
and ₹14,625 was spent on cakes. Beneficiaries were also invited to the “People’s 
Christmas” celebration.

I conclude by giving glory to God Almighty, who enables us to serve as instruments 
of His love.

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A Model of Faith in Action: Vikasana Sangham 
and the Malanadu Products Initiative

Christos Mar Thoma Church (CMTC) has always upheld the belief that faith must 
be expressed not only through worship, but also through meaningful service to 

society. In keeping with this vision, the Church carries out several social initiatives 
aimed at empowering individuals and supporting sustainable livelihoods. One such 
noteworthy effort is the promotion of Kerala-based Malanadu products through the 
Vikasana Sangham (VS) unit of the Church.
Malanadu Products: Supporting Local Livelihoods

Malanadu products consist of traditional, locally made items produced mainly 
by small-scale artisans, farmers, and self-help groups across Kerala, managed by a 
Christian organisation. By providing a platform to market these products, the Church 
helps preserve indigenous skills while supporting communities that depend on such 
enterprises for their livelihood. The Vikasana Sangham functions as a non-commercial 
social bridge between producers and CMTC-based consumers, ensuring that quality 
products reach households at fair and reasonable prices.
Service Above Profit

What makes this initiative truly special is the purpose behind it. The objective is 
not profit, but service. Any surplus generated from the sale of Malanadu products—
including coconut oil, ghee, honey, milk powder, chutney powder, tea and coffee 
powder, honey-ginger–based juice, dried tapioca, and other items—is carefully set 
aside and used for social and charitable activities.

A major portion of this surplus is directed towards providing interest-free loans to 
beneficiaries who are genuinely in need of financial assistance. These loans support 
individuals and families who may not have access to formal banking systems or 
who struggle with high-interest borrowing options. By offering interest-free financial 
support, the Church enables beneficiaries to start small businesses, meet urgent 
personal needs, and support education without the burden of debt. This approach 
promotes dignity, self-reliance, and long-term stability rather than short-term relief.
A Sustainable Cycle of Care

The Vikasana Sangham ensures transparency and responsibility in managing 
funds. Beneficiaries are encouraged to repay loans in a structured and manageable 
manner, enabling the same funds to be reused to support others in need. This creates 
a sustainable cycle of assistance rooted in trust and mutual responsibility.

Through this initiative, members of Christos Mar Thoma Church have demonstrated 
that it is possible to support both farmers and interest-free loan beneficiaries through 
a single, well-organised effort. It stands as a reminder that even small initiatives, when 
guided by faith, purpose, and unity, can create lasting positive change in society.
