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Asst. Vicar’s Message

The popular saying—when the going 
gets tough, the tough get going—

perhaps best defines these challenging 
times. COVID-19 has disrupted the normal 
rhythms and social life of many children 
and families around the country. With the 
cancellations of school, recreational events, 
and in-person church gatherings, in addition 
to the shift of working remotely, our family 
(like many) are spending a little more time 
(or maybe a lot more time) together. A lot 
of systemic inequality has been exposed, as 
the realities of the pandemic response, sets 
in. It’s easier for some people to deal with 
the crisis than others. 
The ‘new normal’ ways for the society 
are being slowly accepted by each and 
every one of us. Like the simple ways of 
handshake has been replaced by new ways, 
as in a ‘Namaste’ or ‘the hand on the heart’. 
But we have to say, it has been a challenging 
couple of months. The truth is, our kids are 
struggling with being relegated to the house 
and the daily schedule we’ve implemented. 
They simply want things to be normal and 
not ‘new normal’. Given what they want 
and what is, these will be challenging days 
and weeks. However, we are committed to 
stewarding the hearts of our children well 

and leading 
them to press into 
Jesus and his love for 

them and the world. 
L e t us try to draw our family, as 
One whole unit, to focus upon the glory and 
centrality of Jesus—reminding everyone 
that Jesus is the force to reckon in this 
World with LOVE
 Families in these days and weeks (and 
possibly months) are spending a lot of time 
together. In addition, with the cancellations 
of large in-person church gatherings, many 
children will not have the aged-appropriate 
worship environments they are accustomed 
to. 
While our church tries to work on different 
ways to mediate with families and help to 
assists parents by providing the urge for 
corporate fellowship in different ways 
through the online media, the onus will 
fall on the parents to discipline themselves 
(and their children) to have those corporate 
times of family worship and this requires 
continual effort and hard work, because 
at the heart of loving others is putting the 
other person ahead of our own self, and 
that is always a huge battle. Our default 
mode is to revert back to selfishness, not to 

LOVE as the 
‘New Normal’
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LOVE. For this reason, it becomes pivotal 
to open up the vistas of Love in our family 
as exemplified in the New Testament as a 
whole especially by the apostle John in 
particular who never tires of exhorting us 
to LOVE one another (1 John 3:17-18).
Apostle John was originally known as one of 
the Sons of Thunder. We can imagine that 
everywhere he went he created a storm, 
and when he left, people were glad to see 
him go. But, then, Jesus’ touched his life; 
he followed Jesus. He became known as 
the Apostle of Love. After his conversion 
everywhere he went he brought calmness 
and peace, and people wanted him to stay. 
Love characterized his life. Love was his 
prevailing message.
In fact, the Church Father, Bishop Jerome, 
said that ‘when the apostle John was in his 
extreme old age, he was so weak that he 
had to be carried into church meetings. At 

the end of the meeting he would be helped 
to his feet to give a word of exhortation to 
the church. Invariably, he would repeat, 
“Little children, let us love one another.” 
The disciples began to grow weary of the 
same words every time, and they finally 
asked him why he always said the same 
thing over and over. He replied, “Because it 
is the Lord’s commandment, and if this only 
is done, it is enough.”’
Like driving a nail into a board, Apostle 
John hits this commandment of ‘Love 
one another’ again and again. Five times 
in this letter, John reminded the reader 
of Jesus’ command to love one another (1 
John 3:11, 23; 4:7, 11, 12). He wanted to make 
sure that we understand that love is not an 
optional virtue for a Christian. Love is a 
distinguishing mark, the necessary ethic, of 
a Christian in the world. Later in 1 John 4:8, 
Apostle John delivered the final blow to the 
nail to say that if you do not love others, you 
do not know God.
Love, it is such an overused word, isn’t it? 
Love too often is thought of as a sentimental 
feeling or a shallow emotion. Love is much 
more, much deeper. Let’s Dig a bit deeper.
A.	 LOVE fulfills the command of 
Jesus Christ.
Apostle John restated the command of 
Jesus: “This is the message you heard from 
the beginning: We should love one another” 
(1 John 3:11 NIV). John was not making up 
this command. He did not originate the idea 
of loving one another. Love originates with 
God. The command to love one another 
comes from the lips of Jesus, “A new 
command I give you: Love one another. 
As I have loved you, so you must love one 
another. By this all men will know that you 
are my disciples, if you love one another” 
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(St John 13:34-35 NIV). It is basic and 
fundamental to the walk with Christ. 
The early believers fulfilled this command; 
they loved one another. The Greek writer, 
Lucian (ca. AD 120-200) said of the early 
church, “It is incredible to see the fervour 
with which the people of that religion 
help each other in their wants. They spare 
nothing. Their first legislator [Jesus] has 
put it into their heads that they are all 
brethren.” 
Let us ask ourselves: Are we as, Christians, 
today fulfilling the command of Jesus to 
love one another? Don’t you think it breaks 
God’s heart and hurts God’s name when 
Christians can’t get along?
The absence of love in our life is 
inconsistent with the message of love that 
has been commanded by Jesus. Christian 
love is foundational to being a child of God.
Apostle John continued, “We know that 
we have passed from death to life, because 
we love our brothers. Anyone who does 
not love remains in death. Anyone who 
hates his brother is a murderer, and you 
know that no murderer has eternal life in 
him” (1 John 3:14-15 NIV). The only two 
classifications are the spiritually alive or the 
spiritually dead. Everyone belongs to one or 
the other. One of the evidences that one is a 
believer is their love for the family. Let’s be 
clear, becoming a Christian is not earned by 

loving the family. Rather, loving the family is 
proof that one has made the transition from 
being spiritually dead to being spiritually 
alive. Love for the family is, therefore, an 
avenue of assurance of salvation not the 
means for obtaining salvation.
If you are questioning your salvation, check 
your love quotient. If you don’t love your 
brother, then check your salvation? Loving 
others - especially when they are unloving 
and don’t deserve it - is a sign that you are 
part of God’s family.
B.	 LOVE - seeks the highest good 
of others.
Having shown that love for the family is 
evidence of being a Christian, John now 
sets forth the supreme example of this love: 
the sacrifice of Jesus. John said, “This is 
how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid 
down his life for us” (1 John 3:16 NIV).
The expanded version of the definition of 
love reads: Biblical love is a self-sacrificing, 
caring commitment that shows itself in 
seeking the highest good of the other, who 
is not loved by all but yet, we do. At its heart, 
biblical love is a caring commitment and 
not just an attitude; it shows itself in deeds. 
Those deeds often require self-sacrifice, 
seen supremely in Jesus’ death on the cross. 
The goal of this commitment is the highest 
good of the other, not loved by the world, 
but by us, thus conforming to the image of 
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Jesus Christ.
Jesus’ love is illustrated by his sacrifice. 
Laid down involves a deliberate, willful act 
that demonstrated his love for us. Love is a 
matter of the will rather than the emotion. 
D. E. Heibert wrote, “Since one’s life is an 
individual’s most precious possession, 
Christ’s willingness to lay down that life on 
behalf of others constituted the greatest 
possible expression of love.”
Real Christian love is expressed in the 
daily acts of service and help that may not 
equal much but when you add it altogether 
it equates to a lot. The Church Father, 
Tertullian, said, “It is our care for the 
helpless, our practice of lovingkindness, 
that brands us in the eyes of many of our 
opponents. ‘Look,’ they say, ‘How they love 
one another! Look how they are prepared 
to die for one another!’”
Apostle John went on to say that Christian 
love is practical. Christian love always 
expresses itself in action. John contrasts 
words versus actions. To love in word 
means simply to talk about a need, but to 
love in action means to do something about 
meeting that need. Christian love doesn’t 
just say, “I love you,” That’s exactly what 
Martin Luther King Jr reminded us, “Life’s 
most persistent and urgent question is, 
“What are you doing for others?”
We come back to our definition: LOVE 
is a self-sacrificing, caring commitment 
that shows itself in our actions, seeking 
the highest good of others. Loving the 
family is an evidence of our salvation, on 
the basis of our love for one another, the 
mark of a Christian. Our church in all its 
activities has been instrumental to lend 
out a helping hand to the needful people 
in our community as well as beyond. The 

Pain and Palliative Ministry of the Christos 
Mar Thoma Church insures the helping 
hand to the patients with terminal illness, 
in and around Kakkanad. Thus, providing 
the LOVE quotient as in action and not just 
being an emotion, which gives an assurance 
to about 15 – 20 families that LOVE is the 
New Normal for this community. Are we 
ready to accept this as the ‘New Normal’ of 
the times.
Let’s remember, The times of family 
worship does not have to be overwhelming 
or intimidating. They can be short, simple, 
and sweet as we anchor our family in 
the centrality of the LOVE that Jesus 
exemplifies. The brutal truth about LOVE is 
that it boils down to obeying a command of 
Jesus by displaying actions of self-sacrifice 
to others, through our family. And if done 
consistently, during this time, we might 
find family worship becoming a spiritual 
discipline of our life forever, even after 
COVID-19.

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They say, “Marriages are made in 
heaven”; unfortunately we find that 

like meteorites careering down from the 
heavens, many of them ‘dig their grave’ on 
earth as well! Some say, ‘love marriages’ are 
the way to go, because you ‘know’ the person 
you are choosing to be your life partner; 
others say, ‘arranged marriages’ are better 
since your parents surely ‘know better’! And 
there are nonconformists who do not want 
to get into the responsibilities of marriage 
and have started the ‘living-in’ movement 
which might rather be a euphemism for 
perversion. We have umpteen internet sites 
dedicated to this one goal of finding the 
‘best partner/soul mate for you’, which in 
reality are just software designed to pick 
and choose from several given human 
attributes. These are all masqueraded as the 
ultimate way to enter marital bliss. Is there 
a better way? 
If we look at the Word of God, we come 
across plenty of references on the concept 
of marriage. In the Garden of Eden, Adam 
was given Eve as a helper/companion (Gen 
2:18-24). The first biblical account starts 

with the installation of marriage and God 
Himself conducted that marriage. So then 
to answer our question about which mode 
of marriage is the best option, whether 
arranged or love marriage, we get the 
answer straight away,  neither, it has to be 
‘God arranged’! Marriage is not an end in 
itself as the prophet Malachi says in chapter 
2:14- 16. The Lord seeks godly offspring, 
and that is one of the noblest visions of 
marriage. It is wonderful to see how the 
first and last book of the Old Testament 
resonates with the theme of marriage and 
also about how sacrilegious a divorce is! 
We might well be living in times when 
separation seems fashionable. In the New 
Testament, the ideal of marriage takes an 
entirely higher plane. Now, marriage is to 
reflect the love of Christ and His bride, the 
Church (Eph 5:22-33).

every person in his natural self possess, 
unless the old man is crucified with its 
sinful nature; lifts its vile  hood within 
every marriage. Within marriage, God 
has called us to give room for the other, 
whether it be for our spouses or children. 
The true test of marriage lies in this phase, 
not in the courtship times where the grass 
is always green on this side itself. Marriage 
is not about getting the right person to be 
our spouse, rather it is about us being or 
growing to be just the right person in our 
spouse’s life.

Unless the Church brings forth examples 
of such godly families in the present 
times, marriages are headed for disaster as 
statistics sadly point out.

times. For in the life of a disciple of Christ, 
the more he or she grows in the love of 
Christ, the more they should be willing to 
stoop down. It is like rewards arranged in 
a descending order on a shelf, the more we 
grow, the lower we need to bend to claim 
the rewards, quite unlike the system of the 
world where we reach higher to grab the 
rewards. Are we willing to enthrone Him 
the Lord of our lives as He truly ought 
to be, and grow to love our spouses and 
children as we grow in knowledge of God, 
and BE that family which radiates the love 
of God to a world broken with sin. Can we 
BE different? May our Triune God help our 
marriages to be enduring and fruit bearing!
